« The Council on Chemical Abuse (COCA) is a
private, nonprofit corporation established in 1971.

* In 1972, Berks County Commissioners designated
COCA as the Single County Authority (SCA) for
drug and alcohol services for Berks County.

« COCA administers and manages publicly-funded
drug and alcohol prevention, intervention,

treatment and recovery support services for Berks
County.

* Governed by a volunteer board of directors
comprised of community members appointed by
the Berks County Commissioners.
